At the regular meeting of the Sociefy held at Cayuga
Museum of History and Art en December 11, 1952 the following
officers were slected to lead the >oe1etv for 1953: president,
Prof., Walter K. Long of Auburnj.

The Hon. Leonard He Searing, presldent of the Cayuga

Judge Searing explained. the disuributlon of land in
Centrel New York by grants to soldiers of the Revolutionary
War, The Counties of Cayuga; Tompxing, Seneca and Wayne are
lncluded in the tract which contained 6, OCO aCres..

He stated that the grants to the veterans were, in area,
according .to the rank of the soldler receiving it. The federal
grants were 100 acres for an enllisted man, 200 for an ensign,
300 for a eaptaln and increasing amounts according -to rank.

The state increased each grant to New York veterans with an
extra 500 deres each,, : .
